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The Call For Sacrifice

From Dr. George W. T'rueft’s Christmas Greeting

We are ever to remember that all worthy and abiding
success in life is to be measured not by what the world
gives us but by what we give the world.

In this incomparably fateful hour for humanity every-
where we must do more than read papers and listen to
radio commentators, who daily remind us of the un-
speakable tragedies and sufferings of the whole world.
The entire world is now at the cross roads, all its ethical
standards are being brazenly challenged, and we are now
facing one of the most ominous and momentous crises of
all history. But gravely critical and difficult as is the
hour now facing America and all the world, it is not an
hour for fear and defeatism and unfaith, but an hour for
unwavering faith, and high-souled courage, and noblest
behavior. Certainly an indescribable horror chills our
hearts as we think of war—bloody, merciless, inhuman
war. But let us remember that there are some things
more precious than life. The poet is right:

“Though love repine and reason chafe,
There comes a voice without reply,
'Tis man’s perdition to be safe,
When for the truth he ought to die.”

Patriotism has ever been one of the loftiest passions
of the human heart, from the day when the weeping

captives sat down by the rivers of Babylon and vowed
to one another that they woud never forget Jerusalem.
The heart must always be thrilled by the patriotic cry
of young Rupert Brooke, of the First World War: “If I
 should die, think this of me, that there’s some corner of
a foreign field that is forever England.” Vast is the mes-
sage on the statue of Ben Hill in Atlanta: “Who saves
his country saves all things, and all things saved do bless
him. Who lets his country die, lets all things die, dies
‘himself ignobly, and all things dying curse him.” If
government of the people, by the people, for the people is
to endure, then the great freedoms—of speech, of press,
of religion—must be upheld whatever the cost.

As we fervently sing “God Bless America,” let us wise-
ly remember that He is a God of righteousness, and that
iHe has principles by which He governs both nations and
jindividuals, which principles He cannot and will not
compromise. “Righteousness exalteth a nation, but sin

is a reproach te any people.” The supreme question ever
to ask is, “Is it right?” Principles do not change. There
are moral principles and eternal values that must never
be trifled with. An ancient prophet points the way for
us: “To do justly, to love mercy, and to walk humbly
with God.” Another prophet warns us: “Woe to them
that call evil good, and good evil; who put darkness for
light, and light for darkness.” Wrong cannot be per-
manently enthroned. The stars in their courses fight
against all injustice and cruelty and inhumanity. Victory
is ever on the side of righteousness.

Writing of the Battle of Waterloo, Victor Hugo asks:
“Was it possible that Napoleon should have won that
battle? We answer ‘No.” Why? Because of Wellington?
No. Because of Blucher? No. Because of God.” Let Hugo
speak further: “The shadow of a mighty hand is cast
over Waterloo; it is the day of destiny, and the force
which is above man produced that day. On that day the
perspective of the human race was changed, and Waterloo
is the hinge of the nineteenth century. The disappearance
of the great man was necessary for the advent of a great
age, and He to whom there was no reply undertook the
task.” So was it in 1815. So was it again in 1918. And so
shall it be again, please God, in the present ghastly
death drama that challenges the world, “for right is
right, since God is God, and right the day must win.”

In these difficult and desperate days, it surely behooves
us all to fix our thoughts on those ‘“unshakable things
that remain,” as pointed out in the Bible, and to cleave
trustfully and obediently to Him who is “the same yes-
terday, today, and forever.” His purposes are as change-
less as His own being, and His righteous will is bound
to prevail. “He shall not fail nor be discouraged till He
have set justice in the earth.” Let us, therefore, courage-
ously face both the present and the future with the faith
that can go alone in the dark, with the love that suffereth
long and is kind, and with the commanding and assuring
hope voiced by the poet: ’

‘“Be strong.
It matters not how deeply entrenched the wrong;
How hard the battle goes, the day how long;
Faint not—fight on—tomorrow comes the song.”

A NatronaL CALL To PRAYER

President Roosevelt has issued a call for prayer on
New Year’s Day. After a statement concerning the
powers with which we are at war, a call for courage and
a declaraticn of confidence, the proclamation continues:
“But our strength, as the strength of all men everywhere,
is of greater avail as God upholds us.

“Therefore, I, Franklin D. Roosevelt, president of the
United States of America, do hereby appoint the first day
of the year 1942 as a day of prayer, of asking forgiveness
for our shortcomings of the past, of consecration to the
tasks of the present, of asking God’s help in days to come.

“We need His guidance that this people may be humble
in spirit but strong in the conviction of right; steadfast
to endure sacrifices and brave to achieve a victory of
liberty and peace.”

ELEMENTS TO COMMEND

1. We commend the President for calling a day of
prayer. Our nation, as well as every other nation, ought
to seek the guidance and strength which comes from
God. God rules in the armies of heaven and among the
inhabitants of the earth—none can stay His hand.

2. We commend this proclamation in that it calls for
asking forgiveness of God. Every sinner must be for-
given if he is to gain the favor of God, and the same is
true of the nation.

3. We commend the President in that he issues a call
for prayer early after our entrance into the war. We
should not wait until we are in desperation before call-
ing upon God for guidance and strength.

WEAK FEATURES

1. This proclamation ignores the Lord Jesus Christ to
whom all power has been committed in heaven and in
earth and through whom alone we can approach the
Father. While this omission has been common in the
Thanksgiving proclamations and national calls to prayer
it is none the less significant and important. When we
bow in prayer we will not be heard if we at the same
time try to please the Unitarian, the Jew and others who
ignore Christ.

2. In this proclamation we are merely requested to
“ask forgiveness for our shortcomings of the past.” This
is a very weak and inadequate way to seek forgiveness of
God, it mentions merely “our shortcomings” and does
not even call these sins. There are sins of commission
as well as of omission for which we should seek for-
giveness. One of the glaring sins of commission is the re-
introduction of the vicious liquor traffie, which sin and
fearful military weakness our President continues to ig-
nore; in fact he has not ceased to promote it, for as
Commander-in-chief of the army and navy it has its
place in the military set-up. The President has requested
a seven-day work week, and under his direction men
receive double pay for working on the Sabbath, a direct
violation of the Divine command, and a sin of which we
should repent.

3. The President no doubt has been urged to appoint a
day of prayer and undoubtedly has had before him the
proclamation issued by President Lincoln during the
Civil War, together with the resolution of the Senate in
1863 calling for a day of humiliation and prayer. These
are specific, earnest and devout in their tone, calling
upon the people of the nation to entreat God, through
Christ, to humble themselves, repent and seek the mercy
and pardon of Almighty God whose authority is supreme
“in all the affairs of men and nations.” Christian people
should pray in this spirit on New Year's day. And those
who pray in sincerity and truth will want to put away
all the evils, personal and national, which stand between
them and God. Both our nation and Britain have the
great sin of ignoring God as the Supreme Ruler, of which
we need to repent. OQur nations are also guilty of the
sins mentioned above, that of the liquor traffic and of
breaking the Sabbath, and many other sins. Men some-
times say we need a great leader, but what we need most
is a great repentance on the part of the great mass of
the people along with their leaders, civil and military.
Nineveh, a cruel heathen nation, when called upon to
repent, set a noble example to Christian America and
Britain. .

As this is written it is the day before Christmas and it
is reported that Mr. Churchill and Mr. Roosevelt intend to
join in worship on Christmas day. It is hoped that when
the Sabbath comes they will not do as in their former
conference-—continue their labors upon the holy day.

GuUARD AGAINST HATE

Dr. David DeForest Burrell has an article in the cur-
rent issue of The Presbyterian on, “Our war with Japan,”
in which he urges the defense of American soil, but he
also widely advises the importance of remembering that
we are Christians and should avoid hate in our hearts.
Many of the people of Japan do not want war; but are
kindly peace-loving Christian brethren and we should
think of these as such. “In all the world there are today
no people more desolate or heartbroken than the Chris-
tians of such nations as Japan, dragged into a war with
those they love. They have a right to our deepest sym-
pathy and our sincerest prayers.”

MARY REED STILL ACTIVE
Mary Reed of Chandag, India, who went back to
India without even telling her relatives of her terrible
affliction, (when she found she had contracted leprosy)
is now 86 years old, and though nearly blind, is still
active. The Protestant churches of New York have cele-
brated the fiftieth anniversary of her founding Chandag
Leoprosarium. She has done a great work and lived a
remarkable life. After nine years her leprosy disap-
peared, it is believed, in answer to prayer. She is called
“the greatest living apostle to the lepers.” If you have
not read the book telling of her life and work we sug-
gest that you do so. It will make you feel humble and
lacking in consecration, but it may stimulate you to

greater service in the kingdom of God.

Dear Mr. President:

I am writing to thank you for your proclamation of
January 1, 1942, as a Day of Prayer for the forgiveness
of our shortcomings and for the consecration that will
enable us to win the victory in the present war and to
secure a just peace. The Synod of the Reformed Pres-
byterian Church last year requested such a day, and
in obedience to your proclamation the two congregations
of that faith in College Hill, Beaver Falls, Pa. met on
New Year’s morning for prayer. We believe that through
the Lord Jesus Christ alone can men and nations find
permanent peace, and we pray that the Allies will frankly
seek His counsel and give Him a central place in the
post-war gathering of the nations. We pray also that
you may be sustained and guided in the momentous de-
cisions of these trying days.

At this writing the only power that seems to be able
to hold Japan in East Asia is China, and China with
little assistance has been doing that for these four long
years. Chiang Kai Shek has offered troops to the British
in Malaya, but the offer has been declined. The only
power in Europe that can hold the Nazis is Russia, and
she is more than holding. Indeed, it is almost entirely due
to Russia that the tone of the speeches of the Nazi
leaders has changed from one of exultation over victory
to a confession that the war is going to be long and hard
and perhaps end in defeat. If Germany and Japan were
to collapse now the western powers would have an em-
barrassing time at the peace table. Joseph Stalin would
sit at the head.

The visit of Churchill and his staff to Washington and
Ottawa shows how well organized London affairs have
become. We are nearer the beginning of organization, and
everything in Washington is in turmoil. Perhaps six
months or a year from now, we shall be in such a con-
dition that the President and some of his cabinet may
risk a trans-Atlantic expedition.

Senator Truman, chairman of the Senate committee
investigating defense, is irritated at the copper companies.
The 41 copper production is only 15,000 tons more than
that of 1940, and had the Kennecott Company not in-
creased its production 55,458 tons, the total would be
below last year. A copper mine in California, which pro-

duced 10,500,000 lbs. in 1940 when the price was 11.3
cents per pound, has shut down on the ground that it
cannot make money at 12 cents a pound. Butte, Montana
was 2,000 2 month below the 1940 level. Sen. Truman
declares that the companies say that they will not pro-
duce more until the price goes up. It looks as if the spirit
of John L. Lewis is running the offices of the big copper
companies as well as of the C. I. O.

The T. V. A. is to have eleven new dams and power
plants and will increase its power from 1,050,000 kilo-
watts to 2,600,000. Most of the increase will go into the
production of aluminum and other war necessities.

A power line is being built from the New York City
area to Massena on the St. Lawrence. There a great war
industry is being developed that after the war may be
turned to civilian uses and powered by the St. Law-
rence development. Then the power line will be useful
to take St. Lawrence power to the metropolitan section.

The Greyhound strike has just been settled and now
the only strike that seems to vex the country is a car-
penters’ strike in Beaver County, Pennsylvania, on a
Federal Housing contract to provide homes for the
workers in a great new plane-propeller plant. The car-
penters are being paid the Beaver County rate of $1,25
an hour, but demand the Allegheny County rate of $1.50
an hour. Many of them come from Allegheny County.
The company declares that it made its contract on the
lower rate and cannot afford to give the increase.

The Navy calls for 7000 Seniors or college graduates
to enlist as prospective officers. Those who enlist today
are to be permitted to continue in school until next June.
The Navy asks for 5000 Juniors. They will be expected
to train this summer, then return to college and take
their last year. The Navy also wants 15,000 college men
for aviators. They will be taken at the end of the pres-
ent year and hold on for the “duration.” They must have
been citizens for ten years, unmarried, and between the
ages of 20 and 26. The pay of an aviator is $205 a month
and allowances. Of course it may not be for long.

The General Electric has developed an X-ray machine
that is 14 times as powerful as any previously in ex-
istence. It develops 20,000,000 volt-rays. The Company
is beginning work on one that will develop 100,000,000
volt rays. These machines will be used to test armor-
plate for flaws, and for the treatment of cancer. To the
uninitiated it seems as if such powerful X-ray machines
should enable us to look right through the earth and
see what is going on in China or in Hitler’s head.

Chance Sayings

If one were to be very careful of his language,
perhaps he would not use the above caption. I
do not, and perhaps no one who reads this, be-
lieves that events come by chance. The reason we
speak of them so is because of the element of un-
certainty in them from our standpoint while at
the same time freely acknowledging that there is
no element of uncertainty at all from God’s stand-
point. That, then, is the first of the “Chance Say-
mgs” that I wished to speak of, the expression,
“Chance Sayings.” And we do need to have it
brought to our attention these days when so many
are turning to ‘‘chance” and so much is being
“staked on chance” as the world would express
it. Round and round the wheel may go and where
it will stop, no one may know—as we hear over
the radio so often. Neither you nor I know where
the wheel of fortune will stop but for all that
there are no chance stoppings of that wheel. One
knows, and it will stop at the bidding of His will
and the touch of His finger. What the world
needs is not to turn more to “chance” for relief
but to turn more to God in whom there is no
variableness neither shadow of turning.

Yesterday there came to our house in the mail
a letter addressed to one not of our home or fam-
ily nor addressed to our street address.

1s always a deeply moving event. One can hardly
have the thought of it brought to his attention
without serious consideration. And as I read again
the words, I recalled God’s words to us, “And
the place thereof shall know it no more again
forever.” Death takes us awayv. Our place, our
accustomed place, is left vacant. Friends think
of us and then remember, “But he is not there.
He is dead.” People stop at our door and another
answers the knock to tell the visitor, “No, he
is not here now. He has died.” Letters come and
are returned to the writer with the inscription,
“Not at the above address.” And, friends, this
death that we speak of will come to us every one.
All too soon we, too, will be gone. Our life work
on earth will be done. Our place will be vacant
forever. Let me give vou this as the counteractive:
“Live for Eternity.”
